Introduction of the 2024 World Chambers and
Business Association Conference

The 2024 World Chambers and Business Association
Conference was successfully held in Hefei, Anhui from
September 18 to 19, 2024. A total of 448 guests attended the
conference, including representatives from 359 overseas
chambers of commerce and business associations and 17
foreign-funded enterprises from 31 countries and regions around
the world, as well as representatives from 58 domestic chambers
of commerce and business associations and 82 member
enterprises. Also present were representatives of commercial
(economic) counselors from embassies of some countries in
China and consulates general in Shanghai, chief representatives
of overseas liaison offices of Anhui International Chamber of
Commerce, representatives of Anhui enterprises, and
representatives of Anhui provincial government departments, etc.
Liang Yanshun, Secretary of the Provincial Party Committee,
and Wang Qingxian, Governor, met and hosted a banquet for
important domestic and foreign guests attending the conference.
Vice Governor Li Zhong attended and delivered a speech. Li
Qingshuang, Vice President of the CCPIT(CCOIC), also
attended and delivered a speech.

During the conference, guest representatives such as John



McLean, Chairman of the China-Britain Business Development
Centre, Xu Zilan, Vice President of the US-China Business
Council, and Hu Y1, President of Standard Chartered Bank Hefei
Branch, delivered keynote speeches. Guests including Tim
Stratford, President of the American Chamber of Commerce in
China, Pei Jinlin, Global Vice President of SAP, Takeshi Tamai,

A supporting project cooperation negotiation meeting was
held during the conference, with representatives from 27
overseas chambers of commerce and business associations as
well as 106 domestic government departments, chambers of
commerce and business associations, and well-known
enterprises participating.
